a ‘recommendation’ is intended to assist the awarding institution and is directed to programme enhancement.  It does not require implementation in order for accreditation to be conferred.  For example, the panel may feel that the institution could do something in a more efficient way or it may be practice from elsewhere that the HEI may benefit from exploring.  After consideration by the HEI or FE college, the recommendation may or may not be acted upon.  However, whatever the outcome, it should be reported on in the previous visit history (mentioned above) to demonstrate that it has been considered.      


 


a ‘requirement’ is something that must be completed in order for the PEI to consider conferring accreditation.  This will normally be reported on by the HEI or FE college in an action plan that is requested by the EAB Secretariat, and there will be a deadline for its implementation.  The requirement may specify making a change or ask for the development of a plan of action.
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
